Histoty:

1866 Mary Baker Eddy (1821-1910), living in Lynn,
Massachusetts, is healed of a critical condition while reading the
Bible account of Jesus’ healing and discovers Christian Science

1875 she publishes her book Science and Health with Key the Seriptures
detailing her discovery of Christian Science, her system of healing,
and her commentary on the Scriptures.

1879 a charter for the Church of Christ, Scientist is established "to
commemorate the word and works of our Master, which should
reinstate primitive Christianity and its lost element of healing,"

1908 Mary Baker Eddy establishes The Christian Science Monztor as
an international daily newspaper with the mission "to injure no
man, but to bless all mankind." To date the Monifor has received
seven Pulitzer Prize awards.
